Director Scene Assignment Instructions 
 

The scene is w r it t en  t o  b e as am b iguous as p ossib le as t o  t one, charact er , 

gend er , set t ing, circum st ances, et c.  St ud ent s m ust  select  2 o f  t he 3 p ages, com b ine 

t hose w ho le p ages in  t he o rd er  o f  t heir  choosing ( i.e.:. Pg. 1 &  Pg. 3, Pg. 2  & Pg.1, et c.) 

and  shoot  a single shor t  f i lm  b et w een 3 and  5 m inut es in  lengt h , no t  includ ing cred it s. 

Ad d it ionally, you m ust  ad d  OR select  

d ialog as p rom p t ed . Ot herw ise, t he scr ip t  m ust  b e p layed  verb at im ; how ever , p ace - 

p auses, m um b les, gest iculat ions - are en t irely up  t o  you. 

It  is en t irely up  t o  you t o  d ecid e how  m any charact ers are in t eract ing in  t he 

scenes, how  m any locat ions are used , how  m any scenes you b reak t he d ialogue in t o , 

and  w het her  o r  no t  t he scenes are relat ed  o r  com p let ely st and alone. The on ly 

req uirem en t  is t hat  at  least  one charact er  m ust  com m unicat e all o f  t he lines in  t he 

scr ip t . It ’s up  t o  you w het her  t he lines are sp oken, t it led , in  a f o reign  language, in  

slang. But  ONLY t he lines list ed  m ay b e used  and  ALL lines m ust  b e used . 

It em s und er lined  and  i t alicized  are f o r  you t o  select  (f o r  exam p le: if  t he scr ip t  

has “he/she goes out sid e” it ’s up  t o  you t o  d ecid e w het her  t h is w ill read  “'he goes 

out sid e,” o r  “'she goes out sid e”). You m ust  select  and  use one o f  t he o f f ered  cho ices. 

You MAY NOT use any m usic (w het her  p re-record ed  o r  your  ow n p er f o rm ance) in  

your  scene. 

I’d  like you t o  b e creat ive and  inven t ive. The scenes can  be f unny, scary, t ense, 

sad , som e com b inat ion  o f  t hese o r  w hat ever  you like...I look f o rw ard  t o  seeing w hat  

you com e up  w it h .
